Since publishing the results in the October/ November Break In & on the NZART Contests web page an 

entrant has contacted me & pointed out that I had allocated a branch count of 12 to 2 entrants but recorded 

a total of only 12 active branches.  As we all know the maximum claim is always one less than the total 

since entrants may not claim their own branch. 

I have carefully reviewed all logs & discovered that the 2 entrants concerned should both have been 

credited with 11 branches & not 12.

claimants.
